Scope of the Analytical Laboratory Services:

· Receive radioactive and/or hazardous waste samples that are in a liquid, semi-solid, or solid form

· Prepare these samples for analysis

· Perform inorganic, organic, and/or radiochemical analyses of the samples

· Report results

· Manage wastes within the laboratory

Resources Furnished to the New Contractor:

· 222-S Laboratory facility, equipment, and instrumentation located in the 200 West Area of the Hanford Site

· Support services such as security, waste disposal, engineering, health physics technicians (HPTs) and facility maintenance

· Trained and qualified laboratory staff required by the contractor to perform services, including professional laboratory personnel, and laboratory chemical technicians represented by the Hanford Atomic Metal Trades Council that perform sample preparation and analysis
