(f) Contract award. 
(1) The Government intends to award a contract or contracts resulting from this solicitation to the responsible Offeror(s) whose proposal(s) represents the best value after evaluation in accordance with the factors and sub-factors in the solicitation.

(2) The Government may reject any or all proposals if such action is in the      Government's interest.

(3) The Government may waive informalities and minor irregularities in proposals received.

(4) The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract after conducting discussions with Offerors whose proposals have been determined to be within the competitive range. If the Contracting Officer determines that the number of proposals that will otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted, the  Contracting Officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals. Therefore, the Offeror's initial proposal should contain the Offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint.

(e) Glossaries.  Each volume shall contain a glossary of all abbreviations and acronyms used, including a definition for each.

(f) Page Description.

(1) For interpretation of page guidelines, the front and back of a single sheet are counted as two pages. L-13. Proposal Preparation Instructions – Volume 1, Offer and Other Documents
(a) General.
Volume I, Offer and Other Documents, consists of the actual offer to enter into a contract to perform the desired work.  It also includes the required representations, certifications, and other statements of the Offeror, identification of technical data to be withheld, request for waiver of patent clauses, any other administrative information, and a summary of exceptions and deviations taken.

(b) Format and Content.

Volume I, Offer and Other Documents, shall include the following documents (in the order listed):

(1) The Standard Form 33 with blocks 12 through 18 completed by the Offeror.

(2) Section K, Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements of Offerors fully executed.

(3) Additional information to be furnished by the Offeror.
(4) Exceptions and deviations to the contract.

(5) Summary of exceptions and deviations in other volumes.

(c) The Standard Form 33.
(1) Use of the Form.  The Standard Form 33 is to be executed fully and used as the cover sheet (or first page) of each copy of Volume I, Offer and Other Documents.

(2) Acceptance Period.  The acceptance period entered on the Standard Form 33 by the Offeror shall not be less than 240 days, which shall apply if no other period is offered.

(3) Signature Authority.  The person signing the Standard Form 33 must have the authority to commit the Offeror to all of the provisions of the proposal, fully recognizing that the Government has the right, by terms of the solicitation, to make an award without further discussion if it so elects.

Offeror shall complete the representations and certifications according to the instructions contained in Part IV - Section K.
(e) Additional information to be furnished.

(1) Data to be inserted in blanks found in the following Sections:  


Section B - Fixed Fee


Section F - Principal Place(s) of Performance

Section H - Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements of Contractor; Small Business Subcontracting Plan; and Responsible Corporate Official
Section J - Key Personnel, Performance Guarantee Agreement

(2) Remittance Address.  If the Offeror's remittance address is different from the address shown on the Standard Form 33, such address shall be furnished, including ZIP Code.
(f) NEPA Support Data and Documentation.
Data and information for DOE’s use in preparing appropriate preliminary NEPA documentation in accordance with 10 CFR 1021.216.  This stand-alone NEPA Support Data document shall follow the format shown in Attachment E of this Section L, and include only information associated with the development of NEPA documentation, such as an environmental critique and an environmental synopsis.  Duplicative information may, at the discretion of the Offeror, appear in both the stand-alone NEPA Support Data document and in other parts of the Volume II proposal; however, information contained in the NEPA Support Data document shall be the more comprehensive of the two.

(ii) If a Technical Proposal is received which exceeds the page limitation, the additional pages will not be read and evaluated by DOE. The pages which exceed the page limitation will be removed from the proposal and returned to the Offeror.

(b) Format and Content.

(1) Volume II, Technical Proposal, shall include the following components:

(i) Table of Contents.

(ii) List of Tables and Figures.

(iii) Technical Summary.

(iv) Technical Discussion.

(v) Technical Exceptions and Deviations.

(2) These major headings may be subdivided or supplemented by the Offeror as appropriate.
(i) Technical Summary.  This short section shall contain a brief summary of the key points of the proposal.

(ii) Technical Discussion.  This section shall contain the major portion of the Technical Proposal.  It should demonstrate Offeror's capability in meeting the requirements set forth in the SOW.  It should clearly address each of the Evaluation Criteria set forth in Part IV--Section M.  It should follow the same order as the evaluation criteria listed in Part IV--Section M, and each part of the section shall be identified with the pertinent evaluation criterion number.  Information provided by Offeror shall include, but is not limited to, the following requested data under each criterion:

(c) Approach to creating and maintaining, at RIA, an intellectual environment and culture that is conducive to the stimulation of imaginative research work in compliance with regulatory requirements in carrying out DOE’s nuclear physics research mission. 

(2) Subcriterion - Management Team 

(a) Explain how the Offeror will retain its Key Personnel for a period of at least three years, including the Laboratory Director who is considered as critical to the management team and successful performance of the contract.
(b) Key Personnel  

i. Identify Key Personnel positions and the proposed individual for each position, and provide a resume which substantiates the individual’s depth of relevant experience, demonstrated performance, experience with multi-firm project integration, education, professional credentials, accomplishments, and qualifications to demonstrate that the proposed individual can fulfill the requirements of the position. ii. Key personnel shall provide a signed commitment statement that is included as a part of Attachment A which shall reflect their commitment to the contract for a minimum period of three years.  

iii. Offeror’s are advised that the Government may contact any or all references in the resume and third parties.  DOE reserves the right to use any information received as part of its evaluation of the management team.

(3) Subcriterion – Organizational Structure
(a) Identify how the overall organizational structure is configured to efficiently accomplish the SOW and enhance productivity of the RIA work processes and staff, and why it was chosen.

(b) Describe the functions, roles, and responsibilities for each element of the organization.  The Offeror shall provide an organizational chart that depicts the Offeror’s proposed organizational structure.  Describe the composition of the structure, which activities will be performed by any teaming arrangement(s), and which will be performed by subcontractors, including the rationale for the approach, its cost-effectiveness including  minimization of overhead/indirect type costs, appropriateness to activities, ability to achieve competition, and flexibility.
