The Department of Energy (DOE) is currently in the acquisition planning stage for security services at the DOE facilities in Oak Ridge.  The proposed acquisition includes Protective Force, Information Security and Personnel Security across the Oak Ridge Reservation at East Tennessee Technology Park, Oak Ridge National Laboratory, Federal Building Complex, Office of Scientific and Technical Information, Office of Secure Transportation Maintenance Facility, American Museum of Science and Energy, and other Oak Ridge Office (ORO) facilities; and the National Nuclear Security Administration’s (NNSA) Y-12 National Security Complex and the Central Training Facility. Based on the current schedule, DOE anticipates release of a draft Request for Proposal (RFP) the end of fiscal year (FY) 2004, release of the final RFP in early FY 2005, and award of a contract late in the second quarter of FY 2005.
This requirement is not to be considered a commercial or commercial-type product as defined in FAR 2.101. This synopsis is for information and planning purposes and is not to be construed as a commitment by the Government nor will the Government pay for information solicited. 

The services in the proposed acquisition are classified as North American Industry Classification (NAIC) #561612, Protective Guard Services.  The size standard is $10,500,000.  Once the acquisition strategy is finalized, a second announcement will be issued to inform interested parties of how to receive a copy of the request for proposal.

The services to be procured may include, but are not limited to, the following: 
Protective Force Operations – The contractor will supply fully qualified personnel (armed and unarmed) to assist DOE in providing paramilitary protective force services at the facilities listed above.  These services include the protection of personnel, special nuclear materials, classified and unclassified documents, and other Government property.  The contractor will also be responsible for the training and qualification program, and the maintenance and operation of the Central Training Facility which includes staff to implement the physical fitness program in accordance with 10CFR 1046.  Provide staff to conduct performance testing for the sites/facilities to validate the level of security required by the Site Safeguards and Security plan and other security documents.
Information Security – The contractor will provide qualified staff to assist DOE in the areas of Classified Matter Protection and Control, Incidents of Security Concern, cyber security, operations security, and technical surveillance countermeasures.
Personnel Security – These services include processing the access authorizations for all the contractor’s employees, administering the Human Reliability Program, supporting the Safeguards and Security Awareness Program, and providing badging support for all individuals authorized access to DOE facilities.
Safeguards and Security Program Management – The contractor will team with site management and DOE to develop Site Safeguards and Security Plans and formulate and implement budget requests and appropriations.

Security Systems Performance Testing – The contractor may conduct or support performance testing of security systems to include interior and exterior intrusion detection and assessment system components. 
DOE is seeking interested companies with specialized capabilities to meet the above requirements. Additionally, DOE seeks capabilities of small, small disadvantaged and women-owned small businesses for the purposes of determining the appropriate level of competition and/or small business subcontracting goals for this requirement. Interested firms with the experience and expertise to perform this work are requested to provide a summary of their capabilities, experience and/or expertise in this type of work. Please state whether or not the business currently holds a Facility Clearance from either DOE or the Department of Defense.  In addition, responses must include a statement of whether they are a large business; or certified by the Small Business Administration as a Small Business, 8(a) business, Hubzone, or participants in a Mentor-Protégé program.  Small Businesses, in any category, that are qualified and interested in acting as the prime contractor for one element of the potential scope of work should identify that element in the response.  Responses should also include a point of contact. Responses should be provided within two weeks of publication of this announcement. Interested offerers are requested to provide name, phone and address of firm, detailed information demonstrating their understanding of the work requirements identified above as well as their qualifications, capabilities, experience and past performance history for such work. All submissions are limited to 25 pages or less.
