Q. Describe the current LIMS system:

A. The current LIMS system is a sound system with direct instrument feeds for spectroscopy (ICP GEA) and chromatography (IC, GC).  Spreadsheets are used for data calculation and automated upload for most of the other testing in the lab.

Q. What things could be improved?

A. Getting a steady supply of samples from our customers to optimize the lab, and getting the new LIMS system in place and supported.

Q. How are projects planned?

A. A Gant charting system is used to plan projects and resources at the lab.

Q. What is currently being worked on for improvements?

A.  We are focusing on Organic prep method development and expanding capacity to perform them.
