PURPOSE


The purpose of this Statement of Work (SOW) is to obtain equipment, labor, materials, expertise and associated services to drain, load, transfer, transport, and dispose/recycle oil and electrical equipment located in Henderson, Nevada.  

2. 
QUALIFICATIONS

The Contractor’s bid or proposal must include a Statement of Qualifications indicating expertise in PCB handling and disposal, including employee training program information, a Spill Prevention Plan, a Safety and Health Program, and Environmental Liability Insurance policy statement.

3. CONTRACTOR COMPLIANCE

The Contractor shall comply with the following:

a.
Toxic Substances Control Act (40 CFR 761)

b.
Department of Transportation (49 CFR 171-172)

c.
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (Federal and State)

The Contractor shall be required to meet all applicable Federal, State, and local laws, regulations, and ordinances governing the handling, manifesting, loading, removal, transportation and disposal of the oil and equipment.  If there is a conflict between these regulations and other applicable Federal, State, and local regulations and the specifications of this SOW, the more stringent requirements shall prevail.

WORK LOCATION

 Basic Substation consists of three separate yards designated as Basic yard #1, Basic

6. UTILITIES


Electrical power and water are not available on the job site.  The Contractor shall provide the utilities necessary to perform the work required in this statement of work and shall provide it’s own bathroom facilities.

7.
SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED BY THE CONTRACTOR
a.
The Contractor shall commence work within 10 days after notification of contract award.   Work on the following bidding schedule items shall be completed within 90 days after work start date:

(1) Bidding schedule item “Drain and dispose of <50ppm PCB Oil” includes draining up to two thousand (2,000) gallons of non PCB transformer oil.  The Contractor shall drain the oil from ten 1940’s vintage General-Electric 230 kV transformers and from the transformer fins.  The transformers have been drained but it is expected that there is still a large amount of residual oil remaining in the units.  The Contractor shall complete this line item by December 15th, 2004, soon after notification of award of contract and then return at a later date to complete the remainder of the line items.
(2) Bidding schedule item “Drain and dispose of  50ppm PCB oil from underground piping” 

includes draining and disposing of approximately one thousand gallons of PCB-contaminated (50ppm) oil from underground piping.  The piping is located in a tunnel underneath the substation yards and is accessed through openings in the yards. These access points may need to be cut open due to age and deterioration. The Contractor shall complete this line item by December 15th, 2004, soon after notification of award of contract and then return at a later date to complete the remainder of the line items.
(3) Bidding schedule item “Dispose of decommissioned current transformers” includes the disposal of twenty-four oil-filled 23kV current transformers (CTs).  The oil-filled CTs are sealed and are assumed >500ppm PCBs.  They measure approximately two feet high by two feet in diameter and weigh approximately four hundred pounds each.  

(4) Bidding schedule item “Dispose of decommissioned potential transformers” includes disposal of twelve oil-filled 13.8kV potential transformers (PTs).  The PTs  contain approximately 25 gallons of untested, assumed >500ppm PCB oil.  They measure approximately three feet high by two feet in diameter and weigh approximately four hundred pounds each. 

(5) Bidding schedule items “Dispose of decommissioned coupling capacitors” includes disposal of nine untested, oil-filled coupling capacitors.  These units are sealed and contain approximately three gallons of assumed >500ppm PCB oil.  Each unit is approximately eight feet high, has a two foot square metal base and weighs approximately 500 pounds.
(6) Bidding schedule item “Dispose of mercury vapor lamps” includes disposal of approximately 32 mercury vapor lamps which contain PCB capacitors.
(7) Bidding schedule item “Dispose of mercury switches/gauges” includes disposal of ten mercury gauges that were removed from the 230kV transformers. These gauges shall be contained in a plastic lined drum.
(8) Bidding schedule item “Dispose of drums of residual oil, degreaser, and oil and water mixture” includes disposal of approximately 50, 55-gallon drums of  residual oil, degreaser, oil and water mixture
 recovered from rinsing 10, 230kV transformers.
(9) Bidding schedule item “Dispose of drained PCB contaminated station service oil circuit breaker” includes disposal of one drained station service oil circuit breaker.  The PCB concentration in the oil previously contained in the breaker was 418 ppm.  The drained breaker weighs approximately three hundred pounds.
(10) Bidding schedule item “Dispose of small bushings” includes disposal of up to 30 small oil or compound-filled bushings removed from 10, 230kV transformers.  Each bushing weighs approximately 100 pounds and is approximately four feet long.  The contents of the bushings are untested and are assumed >500ppm PCBs.  The bushings shall be transported in leak tight containment and cribbing shall be used in order to prevent breaking and leaking.
(11) Bidding schedule item “Remove and dispose of temporary storage facilities” includes removal and disposal of a temporary storage facility located in each of the three substation yards.  The storage areas consist of an earth-bermed area lined with one layer of 12 ml or two layers of 6 ml plastic sheeting with possibly sand bedding underneath.  It may be necessary to remove up to 15 cubic yards of soil/sand, plastic sheeting and debris.  The Contractor shall sample and test any oil contaminated soil/sand prior to removal and shall dispose according to all applicable regulations.
8.
OIL DISPOSAL


 All PCB items shall be shipped under the appropriate disposal state’s Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest.   The Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest shall be prepared by the Contractor and reviewed and signed by a Western representative.  The Contractor shall determine the proper placards and be responsible for obtaining all transportation permits at its own expense.

9.
OIL SPILLS  

The Contractor is solely liable for all expenses related to spills, mishandling or incidents of regulated material attributable to his actions or the actions of his subcontractors.  This includes all response, investigation, cleanup, disposal, permitting, reporting and requirements from applicable environmental regulation agencies.

10.
EQUIPMENT DISPOSAL

The Contractor is responsible for loading, unloading, and transporting all equipment to the disposal site.  Use only transporters and disposal sites approved by Western.  All equipment shall be disposed of in accordance with Federal, State, and local requirements.    Recycling is the preferred method of disposal for equipment which is not contaminated.  All PCB items shall be shipped under the appropriate disposal state’s Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest.   The Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest shall be prepared by the Contractor and reviewed and signed by a Western representative.  The Contractor shall determine the proper placards and be responsible for obtaining all transportation permits at its own expense.

11.
DOCUMENTATION OF RECYCLING/DISPOSAL

The Contractor shall supply Western, within thirty days, documentation of the weight and/or amount of gallons of materials recycled and the weight and/or gallons of materials disposed of.  The Contractor shall record quantities of the oil that is recycled, reused or reprocessed in gallons and separate by type - <2ppm PCBs, 2 to 49ppm PCBs and 50 or greater ppm PCBs.  The Contractor shall provide, within 45 days from completion, complete documentation of all movement and disposal to verify that the equipment and waste included in this SOW have been disposed of, recycled, or reprocessed in accordance with applicable laws and regulations.  Amount, weights and dimensions shown on inventory list are approximations.

12. SITE REQUIREMENTS

a. 
Western will not provide loader or operator assistance.  The Basic Substation yards are hard-hat-required facilities.  Access to Basic is restricted to the hours of 6:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. during normal workdays.  Western will have a representative on site to monitor for compliance with EPA, OSHA and other regulatory agency requirements.  

b. 
There will be some energized equipment which is owned by other utilities at Basic Substation.  However, all of the equipment being worked on in this SOW is de-energized.  Due to the energized electrical equipment at Basic, the Contractor is not allowed to work on-site without a Western representative being present.

c. 
Adjacent industrial Plants have very strict site access policies. Contact the security personnel responsible for each location prior to making any entry onto Plant property. 

13. SAFETY
a.
In performing the work required by this contract, the Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, Western Area Power Administration, or local safety, health, or industrial safety codes including the latest effective standards promulgated by the Secretary of Labor for the Department of Labor and Health Administration and Safety and Health Standards (29 CFR 1910).  If there is a conflict between the requirements of the applicable Federal, State, or local safety, health, or industrial safety codes, the more stringent requirements shall prevail.
