Small businesses are requested to submit to NNSA Service Center a Statement of Capability (SOC), that includes the following information:

· Small Business Status of the firm or firms; 
· Related experience of firm(s), within the last three years, relative to the general requirements. SOC's are not intended to be proposals, but rather are a means for small businesses to demonstrate their experience, performance and capabilities that meet document production service needs in support of the NNSA Service Center at Kirtland AFB, New Mexico. SOCs are to be limited to ten (10) letter-size (8.5" x 11") pages, 12-point font, and one-inch margins.
