Explain how implementation of the Offeror’s technology at the specified site(s) will significantly reduce EM cost, accelerate schedule, and/or reduce risk for tank waste remediation, commensurate with “breakthrough” technology application.  In addition, Offeror should describe how the demonstration project proposed will assist in validating those assertions.  Offeror must explain the adequacy and feasibility of the strategy and the technical approach based on the proposed technology. Offeror must describe how the proposed technology would be integrated into the current baseline systems, and what the existing and planned facility/infrastructure, cost, and schedule impacts would be.  Offeror must describe any programmatic risks associated with that integration and how these risks would be managed or mitigated.
