NOTICE OF INTENT

The U.S. Department of Energy, Oak Ridge Operations (DOE/ORO) intends to award a sole source contract to the HUBZone small business concern, Delta 21 Resources Corporation under FAR Part 6.302-5, Authorized or Required by Statute.   The proposed NAICS code is 518210.  
This contract will be for information processing services to support the Office of Scientific and Technical Information (OSTI).  These services help to fulfill U.S. obligations under the multilateral agreement known as the “Energy Technology Data Exchange” under the auspices of the International Energy Agency.  Specifically, these services involve modifying electronic records to comply with the unique data elements required by this agreement.  For the international data, a significant number of computer checking routines are required, as are data format conversions for different countries and international organizations.  Programs to produce individual statistics for each country, as well as composite statistics, are complex.  These statistics are tracked on various levels including processing times, coverage lag times, items waiting for full text, etc.  The passing of data between OSTI and the contractor to enable full text document linkages is also complex.  

In accordance with FAR 19.1306, Delta 21 Resources Corporation is considered to be the only HUBZone small business concern that can perform this requirement, based on market research.  The Contractor has developed unique software for performing these requirements.  DOE does not have full access rights to the software to enable another contractor to take advantage of effort expended.  This service is not readily available by another contractor without a potential break in service, which would result in the U.S. breaching its obligations.

Any firms who want to challenge the proposed sole-source award must submit an interest letter that demonstrates its ability to provide an equivalent service as described above, and rationale why they should be considered.  All interested firms must submit interest letters by 8:00 AM August 25, 2004, to Heather Houk, AD-423, U.S. Department of Energy, 200 Administration Road, Oak Ridge, Tennessee, 37830.  Interest letters may also be sent via facsimile to (865) 576-3375.  It is the firm’s responsibility to confirm DOE receipt of its interest letter.   
A determination by the Government not to compete this proposed contract award based upon responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the Government.  Information received will be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement.  No reimbursement of any costs associated with providing this capability information will be provided by DOE.
