The Solicitation is amended as follows:

Applicants must consider the section titled “Research and Development Projects” in this document when preparing a final application.

2.
This amendment revises the Solicitation document including the following changes:

I. Introduction, the 4th paragraph, 2nd sentence is deleted and replaced with the following:

“DOE anticipates selecting approximately 32 Applications for negotiation of Award.  Subject to the availability of annual congressional appropriations, the total cumulative DOE funding available under this Solicitation for all projects is anticipated to be approximately $80 million over the four-year period.”
II. General Information, A. Eligibility Requirements, the following paragraph is added:

“Applications from Prime Applicants located in foreign countries must meet three additional criteria to be eligible for award under this Solicitation:

1. The proposed work must be unique and not duplicative of work proposed or pursued in the U.S.

2. The foreign Applicant must commit to make any material and/or technology developed available to U.S. industry on reasonable terms.

3. Matching funding for the project must be provided by the Applicant’s government.

Prime Applicants unable to meet the above requirements are encouraged to team with an eligible U.S. applicant.”

III. Application Preparation Instructions, C. Final Application Content, d) Technical Proposal, Section II Project Management and Facilities, A. Project Management, the sentence is deleted and replaced with “Include the overall project management plan and responsibilities, task integration and project coordination, safety planning, management structure and philosophy, teaming approach and commitment”




IV. Evaluation of Applications, D. Evaluation Criteria for Comprehensive Evaluation, Evaluation Criteria For Final Applications, 2. a. Project Management (Weight 20)
The paragraph is deleted and replaced with the following: 

“The adequacy of the proposed project organization to facilitate project success and ensure safety; the commitment of the team members; the clarity of the roles of the team members; the approach to managing the Team; the interest of Applicant management and the priority the Applicant and team members will place on the proposed work; the assistance that will be provided in any specialty area required to solve specific problems.”

Appendix C, statements of total funding per Topic area.  Funding amounts listed for each Topic area include both the total DOE cost share and the total Applicant cost share for the number of anticipated awards under that Topic.  The amounts represent the total anticipated Topic budget assuming the minimum required Applicant cost share contribution.  However, Applicants are encouraged to contribute cost share above the minimum required.

Appendix C, Topic 6 Hydrogen Production Using High-Temperature Thermochemical Water Splitting Cycles.  The 9th paragraph beginning with “This Topic is seeking …,” the following sentence is added after the first sentence.  “Concepts for thermochemical water splitting at temperatures below 500 C will also be considered.”
