ESTIMATED FUNDS AVAILABLE:  $250,000
ESTIMATED NUMBER OF PROJECTS:  2
FUNDING CEILINGS/ EXPECTED RANGE OF FUNDING:  $100,000 - $150,000
COST SHARE:  At least 50% of project costs must be from non-Federal funds, with higher percentages of non-Federal funds encouraged.  For example, where the total cost of the project is $100,000, the DOE share would not exceed $50,000, and the grantee’s cost share would be at least $50,000.  Federal and cost-shared funds may only be used for the development and deployment of solar technologies as part of the project.

BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES:  Brownfields foster economic development on brownfield sites through solar energy applications. Brownfields are defined as abandoned, idled, or under-used properties where expansion or redevelopment is complicated by real or perceived environmental contamination; these properties possess an active potential for reuse.  Brownfields can foster economic activity, improve local air quality, enhance electric system reliability, and create solar energy markets.
PROJECTS REQUESTED/AREAS OF INTEREST:  Projects for which grants are available for FY 2004 may be designed to:

· Deploy solar energy technologies onto brownfield sites in a manner consistent with local economic development activities and relevant local, state, and federal environmental regulations; grants must result in at least one of the following activities:

· solar arrays placed directly on the site, 

· solar technologies integrated into buildings located on the site, or 

· a solar energy related business located on the site.

Evaluation Criteria:

1. Proposals use a qualified local partner, or identifies and coordinates with a qualified local partner, to advance local community economic development.  A local partner may be one of the 50 states, the District of Columbia, the U.S. Virgin Islands, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, any territory of possession of the United States, any agency or instrumentality of a state including state universities, all Federally recognized Indian Tribes, local governments, private universities, and non-profit organizations. Individuals and private sector corporations do not qualify as a local partner. (25 points)
2.   Professional experience of the proposer. (25 points)
3. Plan for implementation: the proposer must present a plan to implement their result into a finished product or service that meets the contract goals; has potential for local, regional, and national replication. (25 points)
