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1. The SUMMARY for the subject solicitation is modified as follows:  

The first paragraph is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

The U. S. Department of Energy (DOE) is seeking proposals from nuclear utility R&D organizations, nuclear reactor owner’s groups, nuclear R&D organizations, reactor vendors, and other nuclear industry companies to conduct advanced research and development designed to improve the operation of currently operating U. S. nuclear power plants.  Continued operation of existing nuclear power plants is an essential part of the Nation’s energy strategy.  Operation of these plants beyond their original license term to a total of 60 years will help reduce the number of new base-load nuclear and fossil power plants that need to be built and avoid substantial greenhouse gas emissions.  The National Energy Policy calls for the expansion of nuclear energy as part of a strategy to assure the Nation’s long-term energy security, while protecting the environment.

The third paragraph is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

For fiscal year (FY) 2003, up to $5,000,000 is expected to be available for R&D projects that address the program objectives of increases in electrical generation capability, improvement in average industry capacity factors, or contributing to the development of break-through technologies to ensure a minimum of 60 years of operation for U.S. nuclear power plants.  In meeting these objectives, proposals are expected to significantly contribute, but are not limited, to the following elements:

· Electrical cable aging management,

· Light water reactor fuel and core optimization, 

· Instrumentation and control, 

· Metallurgy/materials aging, 

· Advanced nondestructive examination techniques, 

· Spent fuel management,  

· Advanced power uprates, and

· New Security Enhancement Technologies

Project Description; Specific Work Elements

This section is modified to add the following work element:

New Security Enhancement Technologies: One of the keys to long-term continued operation of the Nation’s nuclear power plants is maintaining an effective level of security amid emerging threat environments.  Research is needed to develop new technologies and adapt existing technologies that will cost-effectively advance security at existing nuclear power plants.
