Question:  Which DOE sites will be covered?  Are there any sites from which former worker medical screening would be limited to beryllium sensitization screening?

Response:

Former workers from all DOE sites will be covered.  The program will focus on screening of individuals who terminated their employment from a DOE site prior to January 1, 1998.  Any individual from any site (those sites that have already been covered and those not yet covered) who has not yet participated in broad exposure-based medical screening through a DOE former worker program will be invited to participate.  Additionally, concerned or symptomatic individuals who have participated in the past and would like a follow-up beryllium sensitization testing (BeLPT) can have this done through the Nationwide Program.

Question:  Please provide more detailed information about the activities currently conducted under the Former Beryllium Worker Medical Screening Program. 

Response:

Specific activities related to the effort to screen/provide medical examinations for former employees who are at risk for Chronic Beryllium Disease (CBD) include:

· Working with DOE Headquarters and Field personnel to obtain rosters of former employees and exposure/work history information;

· Updating rosters with current mailing address information;

· Developing and mailing informational brochures to potential participants, and engaging in other types of activities to advertise the program; 

· Screening new individuals;

· At three year intervals, re-screening interested individuals who’ve had a normal beryllium lymphocyte proliferation test (BeLPT) in the past;

· For symptomatic individuals with one abnormal BeLPT who have already filed a claim with the Department of Labor (DOL) for lifetime CBD medical monitoring (but whose claim has not yet been approved):

· Scheduling and providing a follow-up BeLPT; and

· Scheduling and paying for a medical examination and related travel if the second BeLPT is abnormal.

Note: Prior to scheduling the above medical services for those who intend to file or who have filed a claim with DOL, please verify (preferably through obtaining from the individuals a faxed or hard copy of their claims package) that they have first filed this claim.

· Completing site-by-site analysis of data on those screened to date.
