
PRESOLICITATION ANNOUNCEMENT

RFP NO. DE-RP07-03ID14516 – Environmental Management (EM) Accelerated Cleanup

RFP NO. DE-RP07-03ID14517–Idaho National Laboratory

It is the intent of the Department of Energy (DOE) to acquire services under two separate and distinct contracts at its Idaho complex:  (a) environmental management risk reduction and clean up services, and (b) management of the Idaho National Laboratory and advancing its core nuclear energy and national security missions.  
The detailed scope of the laboratory contract is in development.  As currently envisioned, the Idaho National Laboratory will be composed of the current Idaho National Engineering and Environmental Laboratory and Argonne National Laboratory-West.  The laboratory, which will operate under the direction of the Department’s Office of Nuclear Energy, Science and Technology, will specialize in developing advanced nuclear energy technologies and other ways of responding to the Nation’s future energy and national security requirements.  

The successful bidder will be expected to manage the laboratory’s research and development programs, operate its nuclear facilities and general infrastructure, and provide services and required support to other users of the site.

The environmental cleanup scope, under the direction of the Department's Office of Environmental Management, is expected to include the remediation of legacy wastes and disposition of surplus facilities at the site.  Work is expected to be managed on a project basis, focused on accelerating risk reduction.  One of the Department’s key objectives will be to reduce the footprint and legacy cleanup costs at the site.  

The new contracts will be carefully coordinated to assure that the environmental work proceeds efficiently and does not interfere with research and development at the site.

The decision to compete two contracts reflects the very different approach to the conduct of work at the Idaho site, including changes in contract scope and structure.  All qualified parties, including the incumbent contractors, are encouraged to consider submitting proposals on the new solicitations. Draft solicitations will be issued for industry comments later this year.  Competition for these contracts will be completed prior to the expiration of the current INEEL contract in September 2004.
An information conference to provide additional information about these procurements will be held on June 18, 2003, at University Place, in Idaho Falls, Idaho.  Site tours will be provided on the following day, June 19, 2003.  Participants are asked to limit participation to three (3) attendees for the site tour.
