SUBJECT: Executive Summary Letter - Request for Proposals (RFP) No. DE-RP52-04NA99615 in support of National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA)’s Office of International Materials Protection and Emergency Cooperation (NA-25).

The purpose of this Executive Summary Letter is to highlight significant elements of the RFP.  This letter is not an integral part of the RFP which is a stand alone document.  In the event of any conflict between the contents of this Executive Summary Letter and that of the RFP, the RFP language will prevail.

The Government appreciates your ideas and comments on the draft RFP which have helped us improve and clarify the requirements of this procurement.  

Small Business Initiative:  NNSA is issuing this solicitation using Full and Open Competition.   However, all interested parties are hereby advised that should two or more small businesses be capable of meeting the Government’s requirement, this procurement will be set aside for only small businesses.  NNSA is a strong advocate for the small business community and interested small businesses, small business-lead teams, and joint ventures that qualify as small businesses are especially encouraged to submit proposals under this solicitation.

Description: The Office of Second Line of Defense (SLD), a program within the Office of International Materials Protection and Emergency Cooperation (NA-25), is establishing a mechanism that alerts border authorities and other interested parties if nuclear or other radiological materials are being illegally trafficked, so that immediate interdiction may occur.  In order to adequately address this threat, the SLD Program requires radiation detection equipment capable of detecting Special Nuclear Material (SNM). 

The SLD Program is seeking commercially available pedestrian, vehicle, and rail radiation detection monitors capable of detecting Special Nuclear Material.  Minor geometric and/or configuration changes will be permitted.  DOE/NNSA considers offeror’s commercially available pedestrian and/or vehicle monitors configured to meet the rail specification to be minor modifications in accordance with FAR Subpart 2.101, Definition of Commercial Items.  The minimum specifications for each monitor are included in this RFP.  


Equipment Testing: Each offeror must submit monitors for performance testing.  The failure of one or more monitors to meet the performance test may render the offeror ineligible for further competition.  In the event the market place is unable to provide two or more vendors capable of providing all three monitor types that meet the SLD Program performance criteria, the SLD Program may exercise the prerogative to select a vendor capable of providing at least two of the three monitor types (see Program Requirements above).  Offerors whose equipment passes the performance test but are eliminated from competition as a result of a small business set aside determination, may request and receive certification that their equipment met the SLD standard.  Equipment will be performance tested at Los Alamos National Laboratory, (LANL) Los Alamos, New Mexico.  Offerors may, at their own expense, provide up to two representative(s) for the purpose of technical assistance in the set up, calibration, and removal of their equipment.  Offerors and their representatives will not be permitted to be present during testing.  Foreign nationals will not be permitted to enter the testing facility at any time.

Testing Costs:  There is no charge for testing.  Offerors are required to pay the costs of transporting their equipment to and from Los Alamos National Laboratory.  Should an offeror elect to send one or more representatives to assist in the set up, calibration and removal of offeror’s equipment, all costs associated with that participation are the responsibility of the offeror.

Proposal and Evaluation Process:  Proposal preparation requirements and evaluation procedures are described in the following clauses and their addendums; 52.212-1 Instructions to Offerors-Commercial items and 52.212-2 Evaluation-Commercial Items.
Awards:  Award will be made to the responsible offeror(s), whose proposal(s) is (are) responsive to the solicitation and determined to be the best value to the Government.  Multiple awards may be made as a result of the solicitation and the value and number of radiation detection monitors (RAD Portals) ordered under each delivery order will vary based on vendor capacity, program requirements, and price.  Firm fixed price, indefinite delivery indefinite quantity (IDIQ) contract(s) are expected.  Offerors should indicate the size of their business to determine their eligibility under the competitive unrestricted awards and competitive small business set-aside awards.  The NAICS Code for this acquisition is 334519, and the size standard is 500 employees.   The government expects to procure an estimated 5,000 radiation detection monitors as a result of this solicitation.  Approximately 80% will be vehicle monitors, 10% will be pedestrian, and 10% will be rail monitors.  All awards will be subject to availability of funds.  Contracts resulting from this solicitation will have a 2-year term with three on year options.  Exercising of options will be based upon contractor’s performance, availability of funds and program need.
The SLD Program desires all equipment installed at a given site to be by the same manufacturer to better manage training, maintenance, and spare parts requirements.  As a result, the Program intends to select offerors capable of providing all three monitor types sought under this solicitation.  However, if, in the final analysis, there are less than two vendors that can provide all three types of monitors that meet the SLD Program performance criteria, and there are vendors with the ability to produce two of the three monitor types, in any combination, the SLD Program may exercise a prerogative to select a combination of vendors most advantageous to meeting SLD Program objectives.  That may result in award to one or more offerors of all three types of monitors or award to a combination of offerors that can provide two or three types of monitors.

As with all solicitations issued by NNSA, this RFP is being issued via the Internet on the Federal Business Opportunity website http://www.fedbizopps.gov/ and on the Industry Interactive Procurement System (IIPS) website http://e-center.doe.gov.  Amendments, if any, will be posted on both FEDBIZOPPS and IIPS websites; therefore, offerors are encouraged to periodically check the either of these websites to ascertain the status of any amendments as hard copies will not be distributed.

All communications concerning this RFP should cite the RFP number and be directed in writing to the attention of Aundra Richards, Contracting Officer, via E-mail at aundra.richards@oak.doe.gov.  Questions must be received by the Contracting Officer via E-mail or in writing not later than March 1, 2004.  The Government reserves the right not to respond to questions submitted after this date, or to respond to questions submitted by telephone or in person at any time.

CONTRACT CLAUSES

I.1
52.212-4 Contract Terms and Conditions-Commercial Items (OCT 2003)
(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights- 
(1) Within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and 

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract. 

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence. 

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include- 

(i) Name and address of the Contractor; 

(ii) Invoice date and number; 

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number; 

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered; 

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading; 

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered; 

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent; 

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and 

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information. 

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer-Central Contractor Registration, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer-Other Than Central Contractor Registration), or applicable agency procedures. 

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT. 

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315. 

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.-

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract. 

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315. 

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause. 

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made. 

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer and request instructions for disposition of the overpayment. 

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. 327, et seq., Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act; 41 U.S.C. 51-58, Anti-Kickback Act of 1986; 41 U.S.C. 265 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. 423 relating to procurement integrity. 

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: 

(1) The schedule of supplies/services. 

(2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other Compliances, and Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts paragraphs of this clause. 

(3) The clause at 52.212-5. 

(4) Addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software. 

(5) Solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation. 

(6) Other paragraphs of this clause. 

(7) The Standard Form 1449. 

(8) Other documents, exhibits, and attachments. 

(9) The specification. 

(t) Central Contractor Registration (CCR). 

(1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the CCR database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the CCR database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the CCR database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the CCR does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document. 

(2)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, "doing business as" name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in FAR Subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day's written notification of its intention to (A) change the name in the CCR database; (B) comply with the requirements of Subpart 42.12; and (C) agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name.

Assignees shall be separately registered in the CCR database. Information provided to the Contractor's CCR record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the "Suspension of payment" paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

If the Government has awarded more than one contract for items specified in Item 20, Schedule of Supplies/Services of this contract, the Contracting Officer will periodically issue delivery orders to one or more of these contractors, pursuant to the procedures set forth in paragraph (a) or (b) below:

(c)
The Contracting Officer may issue delivery orders to any one of the contactors if he/she determines, in his or her sole discretion that:

1. Following any of the procedures of paragraph (b) would result in unacceptable delays in fulfilling the requirement which is the subject of the delivery order;

2. The delivery order requires items/services that are unique or highly specialized and that only one contractor can provide the items/services to the level of quality required;

3. The delivery order is a logical follow-on to an order already issued under the contract, provided that all awardees were given a fair opportunity to be considered for the original order pursuant to that procedures set forth in paragraph (b) of this clause; or

4. It is necessary to issue the delivery order to a contractor to fulfill a minimum guarantee.

(d)
The Contractor agrees that issuance of a delivery order in accordance with any of the procedures listed in this paragraph (b) is deemed to have provided the Contractor a “fair opportunity to be considered” as that phrase is used in Section 303J(b) of the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949, as amended [see FAR 16.505(b)].

Issuance of Delivery Orders Based Entirely or Substantially on Performance of Previous Delivery Orders with Cost a Considered Factor

(i) In issuing delivery orders based entirely on performance of previous orders, the Contracting Officer will evaluate records of the contractors’ technical performance, meeting the schedule and price on previous orders issued for the items ordered as specified in Addendum to SF1449, Schedule of Supplies/Services of this contract.  The Contracting Officer will make award to the contractor that is considered to provide the best value to the Government based upon the evaluation of technical performance, meeting schedule and price.  If issuance of the delivery order will be based entirely on performance of previous delivery orders, delivery order proposals will not be requested. 

(ii) The Contracting Officer may choose to base issuance of a delivery order substantially on performance of previous orders.  In that case the Contracting Officer may issue a request for a delivery order proposal, which specifies any additional selection factors, and their relative importance, to be used in selecting the recipient of the order.

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule. The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract. 
(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause. The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum." (2) If the Contractor becomes aware at any time before acceptance by the Government (whether before or after tender to the Government) that a defect exists in any supplies or services, the Contractor shall- 

(i) Promptly correct the defect; or 

(ii) Promptly notify the Contracting Officer, in writing, of the defect, using the same procedures prescribed in paragraph (b)(3) of this clause. 

(3) If the Contracting Officer determines that a defect exists in any of the supplies or services accepted by the Government under this contract, the Contracting Officer shall promptly notify the Contractor of the defect, in writing, within 30 days.  Upon timely notification of the existence of a defect, or if the Contractor independently discovers a defect in accepted supplies or services, the Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer, in writing, within 10 days a recommendation for corrective actions, together with supporting information in sufficient detail for the Contracting Officer to determine what corrective action, if any, shall be undertaken. 

(4) The Contractor shall promptly comply with any timely written direction from the Contracting Officer to correct or partially correct a defect, at no increase in the contract price. 

(5) The Contractor shall also prepare and furnish to the Contracting Officer data and reports applicable to any correction required under this clause (including revision and updating of all other affected data called for under this contract) at no increase in the contract price. 

(6) In the event of timely notice of a decision not to correct or only to partially correct, the Contractor shall submit a technical and cost proposal within 10 days to amend the contract to permit acceptance of the affected supplies or services in accordance with the revised requirement, and an equitable reduction in the contract price shall promptly be negotiated by the parties and be reflected in a supplemental agreement to this contract. 

(7) Any supplies or parts thereof corrected or furnished in replacement and any services reperformed shall also be subject to the conditions of this clause to the same extent as supplies or services initially accepted. The warranty, with respect to these supplies, parts, or services, shall be equal in duration to that set forth in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, and shall run from the date of delivery of the corrected or replaced supplies. 

(8) The Contractor shall not be responsible under this clause for the correction of defects in Government-furnished property, except for defects in installation, unless the Contractor performs, or is obligated to perform, any modifications or other work on such property. In that event, the Contractor shall be responsible for correction of defects that result from the modifications or other work. 

(9) If the Government returns supplies to the Contractor for correction or replacement under this clause, the Contractor shall be liable for transportation charges up to an amount equal to the cost of transportation by the usual commercial method of shipment from the place of delivery specified in this contract (irrespective of the f.o.b. point or the point of acceptance) to the Contractor's plant and return to the place of delivery specified in this contract. The Contractor shall also bear the responsibility for the supplies while in transit. 

(10) All implied warranties of merchantability and "fitness for a particular purpose" are excluded from any obligation under this contract. 

(c) Remedies available to the Government. 

(1) The rights and remedies of the Government provided in this clause- 

(i) Shall not be affected in any way by any terms or conditions of this contract concerning the conclusiveness of inspection and acceptance; and 

(ii) Are in addition to, and do not limit, any rights afforded to the Government by any other clause of this contract. 

(2) Within 10 days after receipt of the Contractor's recommendations for corrective action and adequate supporting information, the Contracting Officer, using sole discretion, shall give the Contractor written notice not to correct any defect, or to correct or partially correct any defect within a reasonable time at international locations. 

(3) In no event shall the Government be responsible for any extension or delays in the scheduled deliveries or periods of performance under this contract as a result of the Contractor's obligations to correct defects, nor shall there be any adjustment of the delivery schedule or period of performance as a result of the correction of defects unless provided by a supplemental agreement with adequate consideration. 

(4) This clause shall not be construed as obligating the Government to increase the contract price. 

(5)(i) The Contracting Officer shall give the Contractor a written notice specifying any failure or refusal of the Contractor to- 

(A) Present a detailed recommendation for corrective action as required by paragraph (b)(3) of this clause; 

(B) Correct defects as directed under paragraph (b)(4) of this clause; or 

(C) Prepare and furnish data and reports as required by paragraph (b)(5) of this clause. 

(ii) The notice shall specify a period of time following receipt of the notice by the Contractor in which the Contractor must remedy the failure or refusal specified in the notice. 

(6) If the Contractor does not comply with the Contracting Officer's written notice in paragraph (c)(5)(i) of this clause, the Contracting Officer may by contract or otherwise- 

(i) Obtain detailed recommendations for corrective action and either- 

(A) Correct the supplies or services; or 

(B) Replace the supplies or services, and if the Contractor fails to furnish timely disposition instructions, the Contracting Officer may dispose of the nonconforming supplies for the Contractor's account in a reasonable manner, in which case the Government is entitled to reimbursement from the Contractor, or from the proceeds, for the reasonable expenses of care and disposition, as well as for excess costs incurred or to be incurred; 

(ii) Obtain applicable data and reports; and 

(iii) Charge the Contractor for the costs incurred by the Government.

ATTACHMENT A - STATEMENT OF WORK
INTRODUCTION 

The U.S. Department of Energy, National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA), Office of International Materials Protection and Emergency Cooperation (NA-25), Second Line of Defense (SLD) Program is under tremendous pressure to accelerate the implementation of its radiation monitoring systems deployment to various sites around the world.  The SLD Program provides program equipment systems to 20 plus countries including the former Soviet Union states and major transshipment countries.  The program also provides for equipment installations at training and testing centers within the continental U.S.  

OBJECTIVE

The objective of this procurement is to obtain portal monitors for the detection of special nuclear material (SNM).  Three types of portal monitors will be required:  Pedestrian, vehicle, and rail.

SCOPE

The Contractor shall provide SNM Pedestrian (SLDP), Vehicle (SLDV), and Rail Portal Monitors (SLDR) meeting the attached specifications for each.   Monitors are to be accepted, inspected, and signed for by the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative or designated representative at the Contractor’s manufacturing facility.  The Contractor shall control, protect and preserve such property in accordance with sound industrial practice while the property is in its physical possession. 

Monitors are to be crated in such a way as to allow for immediate international shipping.  Pre-charged batteries necessary to operate the monitors shall be delivered with each Monitor, but shall be packaged separately in order to preserve shelf life.  Each battery package shall be date stamped so that the Warehouse can monitor shelf life.
The Monitors, and individual components, shall not contain any markings that identify the contractor.  Each Monitor shall have a unique Serial Number Label that identifies the Monitor as being manufactured for the Second Line of Defense Project.  The equipment packing/crating shall allow removal for inspection and vacuum packing and reassembly with no damage to the packing/crating.

All maintenance manuals, drawings, training manuals, wiring diagrams, and all other material regarding form, fit, and function of the Monitors shall be on a read only CDROM and shall be delivered with each system, but shall be under separate cover. Upon request the accompanying literature shall be translated into the language of the host government for which the equipment is installed. 

The Contractor shall warrant the equipment consistent with industry standards and provide for an extended warranty.  The extended warranty shall cover equipment repair and or replacement for one year from the date of installation and shall cover:
· Parts

· Labor 

· Travel to installation site

· Shipping costs to and from manufacturer site

The Contractor shall employ a quality assurance program.  

The Contractor shall prepare and provide all reports and documentation as indicated in the Reporting Requirements Checklist at Attachment C.  

The SLD Program is a contractor implemented program integrated at the HQ level.  Through phases of a project’s implementation, different contractors have soft lead roles.   The Contractor shall work seamlessly with other SLD Program contractors.  

With the exception of the Monitors contained in this contract, the contractor must receive written authorization from the Contracting Officer for any sale of the SLDV, SLDP, and/or SLDR Monitors.
PORTAL SPECIFICATIONS

Portals shall meet the performance specifications for pedestrian, vehicle, and rail portals in Attachment B and Communication Specifications in Attachment F.
ATTACHMENT B – SPECIAL NUCLEAR MATERIAL MONITOR SPECIFICATIONS

Specification for a Pedestrian Special Nuclear Material Monitor

BACKGROUND 

Automatic pedestrian special nuclear material (SNM) monitors are effective tools to prevent the illicit movement of SNM across international borders.  These monitors determine the presence of SNM by detecting the gamma rays and the neutrons emitted from the SNM.  The monitors consist of detectors positioned on opposite sides of a pedestrian passageway.  To effectively monitor the passageway and to ensure the maximum stability and maintainability the gamma detectors must be large plastic scintillators. The rail or shipping container occupancy/speed sensors shall be able to detect all types of rail cars or shipping containers traveling at speeds up to 30 km/hr and have a resolution such that it shall be able to determine the speed of the train or shipping container with an uncertainty of not more than 20% at speeds of up 30 km/hr.  

Evaluation Sources

An ASTM standard source is a metallic sphere, cube or right cylinder of SNM having maximum self-attenuation of its emitted radiation.  For plutonium the source should be at least 93% 239Pu, less than 6.5% 240Pu, and less than 0.5% impurities.  A cadmium filter of at least 0.08-cm thick should be used to reduce the impact of 241Am.  For uranium the source should contain at least 93% 235U and less than 0.25% impurities.  

Hardware

The monitor shall have a detector height of at least 5 meters.  The monitors shall be self- supporting and a bolt-mounting template shall be supplied to secure the monitor stands to their footings.  The monitor enclosures shall comply with NEMA standards for rain and dust tightness.

Corrosion

The monitors, including the Support Stand, shall be protected from corrosion on all exterior surfaces.

Weather

Since monitoring equipment is to be located outdoors, all connectors shall be environmentally sealed and shall operate under all conditions (direct sun, rain, snow, fog, ice, blowing dust, etc.) that occur at ports of entry around the globe. 

Electromagnetic Interference

The monitors operation shall be unaffected, and shall not alarm, when subjected to electromagnetic fields of 20 Volts/meter (time-averaged field strength) at frequencies from DC to 2 GHz.  RPM construction shall use good engineering practices to protect against possible EMI/RF interference.

External Communications

The monitor shall have the capability to communicate directly with a Central Alarm System (CAS).  Communications protocol with the CAS shall comply with the requirements of Attachment II, Preliminary Specification for Portal Monitor Communications with the Central Alarm Station.  The monitor shall be capable of local and network data output of stored data separate of CAS connectivity.  For security reasons, the monitor parameters shall only be set locally, the connector located within the locked monitor cabinet.    The monitor shall also provide backup communication capability during power failures.  The following shall be provided:

1. Hardwire connection capability to provide alarm conditions to external devices

2. EIA 232 (RS-232) serial connectivity to allow configuration using external device.

3. IEEE 802.3 (Ethernet) connectivity for communications with an external CAS.

DOCUMENTATION:

Operation and maintenance manuals shall be provided in English.  These manuals shall include descriptions of monitor installation, calibration, adjustment of operating parameters, description of the data acquisition algorithm, and maintenance instruction.  The manuals will also include circuit diagrams for circuit boards in the operating system, but not the actual operating software.

ATTACHMENT F - Draft Specification for Portal Monitor Communications with the Central Alarm Station
The various types, pedestrian, vehicle, train/cargo monitors, must be capable of communicating with remote computer systems.  Because of the wide variety of platforms that may be used, a methodology has been developed by the SLD Program to facilitate a standard communications process.

Physical Requirements

The communications hardware shall meet the requirements of IEEE 802.3 commonly referred to as “Ethernet”.  Due to numerous site and security concerns the communication media shall be fiber optic. This specification does not require that the fiber optic media connect directly to the portal monitor control unit.  There are numerous units to convert from standard Ethernet to fiber optic for long haul transmission that are available off-the-shelf. 

Network Requirements

The data transmission protocol shall be TCP over a TCP/IP based network. Each monitor shall be assigned, at the time of installation, a static IPv4 address.  This shall be easily accomplished in the field without additional equipment.

The portal monitor shall initially “listen” on a definable port number (default = 1600). Upon receiving a TCP connection request from a remote computer system the portal monitor controller shall complete the connection. Upon successfully establishing the connection, the portal monitor controller shall begin to output data, in accordance with the data format requirements below, to the remote computer. In the event that the link to the remote computer is broken, or the connection is otherwise disrupted, the monitor will terminate sending data and return to the listen mode. The portal monitor controller shall not require, nor respond to, any external event or message other than the establishment of a TCP connection to begin to output the prescribed data. All data output messages shall be in the format given in the Data Formats section of this specification. Other formats or additional messages not specified are not acceptable without written permission of the contracting officer.

B. Offerors should recognize that the determination of the competitive range will be made upon an evaluation of written proposals, performance testing, price and independent inquiries with regard to Past Performance.  Pursuant to FAR 15.306(c)(2) proposals shall not be included in the competitive range when they do not have a reasonable chance of selection.  The competitive range will be limited to greatest number of proposals that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals.

In determining the best value to the Government, the Business/Technical, Performance, and Capabilities factors are significantly more important than price.  The Government is more concerned with obtaining a superior Business/Technical, Performance, and Capabilities proposal than making an award at the lowest evaluated price.  However, the Government will not make an award at a price premium it considers disproportionate to the benefits associated with the evaluated superiority of one Business/Technical, Performance, or Capability proposal over another. A. STAGE 1 - EVALUATION OF THE BUSINESS/TECHNICAL PROPOSAL

Each of the criteria in this category is of equal importance and each will be rated as either demonstrated or not demonstrated.  In order for offerors to successfully pass Stage 1, the business/technical proposal must demonstrate each of the following:

Criterion 1 - Experience

The vendor possesses at least three years experience in the production and manufacture of radiation detection equipment that includes gamma and neutron detectors.

Criterion 2 – Commercial Availability of Dual Channel Monitors

The vendor manufactures dual channel (neutron/gamma detection) radiation equipment that is commercially available, including pedestrian and vehicle portal monitors.

Criterion 3 – Performance Specifications

Proposed equipment includes at least two of the three dual channel pedestrian, vehicle, and rail monitors (minor modifications are permitted in order to meet the performance specification) that meet the requirements of the performance specification as demonstrated by responses to the Vendor Response Checklist/Technical Proposal

B. STAGE 2 – PERFORMANCE TESTING

Offerors qualified to proceed to Stage 2 shall provide one each of their pedestrian, vehicle, and rail monitors for performance testing with Special Nuclear Material (SNM) at Los Alamos National Laboratory. The Department encourages potential protesters to discuss their concerns with the contracting officer prior to filing a protest.
