EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD


M.1
EVALUATION - GENERAL

(a)  The government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation (also referred to as the Request for Proposal (RFP)) to the responsible offeror whose proposal conforms to the solicitation and is the most advantageous (best value) to the government - technical, cost/price and other factors considered.  In order to select the successful offeror, the government will:  (1) determine acceptability of the proposals, disqualifying those which do not conform to the requirements of the solicitation, and (2) rank the offerors in descending order, as the result of the assigned scoring of the proposals by the NNSA. Technical, cost/price and other factors considered, if one offeror has the best score and the lowest price, that offeror will be the best value.  If an offeror has a higher score and a higher price, the contracting officer will decide whether the difference in scores is worth the difference in price.  The government will not select an offeror for award on the basis of relatively superior merit and capability without consideration of its most probable cost.  The relative impact that capability and cost will have on the source selection decision will depend in part on the differences among competing offerors.  As technical differences between offerors decrease, the importance of the most probable cost to the government will increase in terms of making a source selection decision.  The evaluated most probable cost to the government may be a determining factor in the source selection.  The contracting officer will make comparisons of the various offeror’s technical scores against the offeror’s price until he or she has decided which offeror represents the best value to the Government.

It is very important that adequate and specific information be furnished.  Cursory responses or those which merely repeat or reformulate the Statement of Work (SOW) cannot be considered responsive to the requirements of the RFP.  Conclusionary assurances of experience, capability, or qualifications without a clear demonstration to support the claim will adversely influence the evaluation.

In evaluating cost, reconciliation with the technical area will be made.  Unrealistically low cost estimates, initially or subsequently, may be grounds for eliminating an offeror from further consideration on the basis that the cost is unrealistic or that the offeror does not understand the requirement. Offerors should submit their best written proposal initially as the government intends to make award without discussions.

(d)  Each offeror’s proposal will be evaluated in the following areas, listed in descending order of importance:  Credentials, Experience, Writing Proficiency, Past Performance, and Cost/Price.  The Credentials, Experience, Writing Proficiency, and Past Performance areas are weighted and will be numerically rated.  The Cost/Price area will not be numerically rated, but will be evaluated as a substantial factor.  An overall rating of unacceptable in one area may result in elimination of the proposal from further consideration regardless of the rating in the other areas.  An overall area rating of unacceptable may result from one item within that area being rated unacceptable, or from more than one item within that area being rated marginal.  

(e)  The government will consider each offeror’s adherence to the terms and conditions specified in the RFP.  Not adhering to the terms and conditions may result in elimination of an offeror from further consideration.

Credentials
The offerors' professional and educational experience, will be evaluated to assess their ability to meet the standards set forth in DOE Order 10 CFR 710 which requires that the offeror shall be either a board certified psychiatrist, other licensed physician, or a licensed clinical psychologist.  The offeror should be able to demonstrate the ability to diagnose an illness or mental condition which may cause a significant defect in an individual's judgement or reliability.

Experience
