Statement of Work
Title:
Oilfield Drilling Rig

Description:

The Department of Energy (Naval Petroleum Reserve No 3) Casper, Wyoming is soliciting quotations to provide one (1) new oilfield drilling rig.  The drilling rig will be used to drill new wells down to 8000 ft with 
4-1/2” drill pipe. The drilling rig shall be complete unit with a substructure, prime movers, all required safety systems, hydraulics, traveling block, and lines. 

The drilling rig shall have as a minimum a 118 foot telescoping derrick rated at a minimum of 375,000 lbs. The 118 foot derrick should have 118 feet of working height. Higher proposed ratings provided by vendors will also be considered.  The drilling rig shall be trailer mounted. The drilling rig shall be suitable for wintertime use on well locations and oilfield roads. 

The drilling rig shall have two (2) Caterpillar C15 engines rated at 475 hp at 2100 rpm or equal. The engines shall be complete with charging, cooling, exhaust, control, fuel and lubrication systems. Instrumentation shall include a panel with a minimum of four (4) gauges.. 

The drilling rig shall have two (2) Allison transmission, Model  M5600 or equal. The transmissions will have six (6)  forward ranges and one (1) reverse speed. . 

The rig shall have a modern drillers control panel. The rig shall have a heavy duty braking system rated for the depths and derrick working capacity. Brake cooling systems shall be installed and operational.  The drilling operator station shall have all necessary controls to operate the rig including brake, throttle, and emergency shutdown controls. 

The drilling rig shall be completely assembled and function tested by the vendor. The drilling rig shall be delivered to the Naval Petroleum Reserve No. 3, 40 miles north of Casper, Wyoming. The following categories shall be addressed by each proposed bidder. 

Trailer

The drilling rig shall be trailer mounted. The trailer shall have a four axle, 100,000 lb suspension complete with sixteen (16) 12R22.5 tires or equal arrangement. The trailer shall be covered with safety tread plate. The trailer shall have four (4) hydraulic leveling jacks and four (4) manual jacks, complete with pedestals. 
The trailer shall have a highway lighting package including turn signals, clearance lights, stop/brake lights and reflectors. 
Three tool boxes, two (2) mounted on the underside of the carrier frame and one (1) on the deck
Engines and Transmission

The trailer mounted drilling rig shall be equipped with two (2) Caterpillar C15 engines rated at 475 hp at 2100 rpm or equal. The engines will be operated either in tandem or singly driving the drawworks and rotary table. The engines shall be complete with charging systems, cooling system, exhaust manifolds with mufflers, fuel systems, and starting systems. 

The engines will be mated with two (2) Allison transmission Model 5600 series. The transmissions shall be rated for up to 550 net hp with six (6) forward ranges and one (1) reverse. The engines will have a compound two (2) engine, chain driven compound. 

The trailer mounted drilling rig shall have one right angle drive rated at 900 hp to power the drawworks and drive the rotary table. 
Draw Works:
The drawworks shall be rated for 650 – 900 horsepower. The drawworks shall consist of a main drum mounted on a heavy duty framework. The drum shall have 44 x 11 brake bands and brake linkage or greater. Auxiliary braking shall be provided by a hydromatic brake. The drum shall have 1-1/8 grooving. 

The vendor shall be provide a traveling block and hook  rated for a minimum of  200 tons (400,000 lbs). Drilling line shall also be provided adequate for the depth and loads. 

Control Panel

The vendor shall provide a drillers control panel with the following minimum level of controls and gauges.

Controls shall be included for the hydraulic pump, gear selection, emergency stop, engine stop, fast idle, horn, two (2) winches, slips, and hoist. Gauges shall include main air pressure, hydraulic pressure, Martin Decker weight indicator, and rotary torque. 
Air System

The drilling rig shall be complete with a rig air system. The air supply shall be adequate for normal rig operation. The air system shall include an air dryer and alcohol scrubber to prevent winter freeze up. The rig air system shall include all pneumatic plumbing, valves, drains, lubricators, de-icers, filters, and gauges for normal rig operation. Compressors shall be provided and rated for the rates and pressure anticipated. 

Mast:

The drilling rig shall have one(1) 118 ft x 375,000 lbs guyed telescoping mast with hollow structural steel framing. The mast shall have a working height of 118 feet from ground level to the bottom of the crown sheaves. The mast shall be designed in accordance to API 4F with a maximum hook load of 375,000 lbs. 
The mast shall be equipped with a ladder mounted on the off-driller’s side. The mast shall have a fall arrest post, handrails, and safety platform with the crown frame assembly. The mast shall have a block cradle and two (2) load lines. 

The mast shall be raised by two (2) 3-stage hydraulic raising cylinders equipped with safety chokes to prevent freefall. The top section of the mast shall be raised by two (2) single acting, telescoping cylinders. 

The crown block assembly shall come with three (3) 30 inch fleet sheaves, one(1) 36 inch fastline sheave, and one 30 inch deadline sheave.  The sheaves shall be steel and mounted on Timken roller bearing inserts. Fittings will be provided for individual greasing of bearings. The sheaves shall allow eight (8) lines strung up. 

Wind load of the mast shall be 65 mph per API 4F or higher. The standpipe on the mast for drilling operations shall be 4” and rated for 5000 psi. 

Racking Board

The racking board shall be automatically erecting. The racking board shall have adjustable fingers for a range of drillpipe sizes. Drill pipe sizes may range from 3-1/2” to 6-5/8”. Drill collars may range from 4” to 11”. The position of the racking board shall be for use with Range II tubulars in doubles. The racking board shall be complete with a rear escape system. 

Make-up and break-out assembly

The drilling rig shall be equipped to make and break drill pipe, drill collars, and other specialized equipment. The assembly shall include two (2) hydraulic cylinders, sheaves, rollers, and cable. Mounting brackets shall be on back of mast. Hydraulic controls shall be provided for make up and breakout functions. 

Hydraulic System

The rig shall be equipped with a suitable hydraulic system for normal rig operations. The hydraulic system shall provide power to the hydraulic winches, power tong circuit, mast raising cylinder, telescoping cylinder, and leveling cylinders.

The hydraulic system shall have one (1) 300 gallon hydraulic tank. The system shall have two(2) hydraulic pumps rated at a capacity of 50 gpm each. Two hydraulic coolers shall be mounted in front of the engine radiators. The system shall have all necessary filters, filler/breather, valves, pressure gauges, and hydraulic control valves for normal rig operation. The hydraulic system shall also have two (2) 12,000 lbs hydraulic winches. 

Substructure
The substructure shall be a manual telescoping lift with a floor height of fifteen (15) feet. The substructure shall be designed in accordance with applicable API or other standards. Substructure shall allow adequate room for racking back drill collars and  drill pipe with adequate floor space. Provisions for rathole/mousehole shall be incorporated into the structure. The substructure shall be complete with hand railings, access stairways, v-door and pipe slide. The substructure shall be designed to fit the proposed drilling rig and operator controls. The substructure shall allow adequate clearance for standard oilfield blow out prevention equipment. Winter or wind walls shall be provided. 

The substructure shall have one rotary table driven by prime movers on the drilling rig carrier. The rotary table shall be provided by the Department of Energy.

The substructure shall have a BOP handling system operated on a rail and truck system.  

Mud boat

The rig shall one (1) mud boat that will run the length of the trailer and will have provisions for tie down at the front and rear of the trailer. The mud boat will have a 4” diameter mudline installed in the center and rated for 5000 psi. Alignment to the substructure will be by guide rails running the length of the mud boat. 
Electrical 
Electrical rig up, equipment selection and classification of areas will be in accordance with API Recommended Practice 500B. Rig wiring will be in rigid conduit, where practical, with flexible terminations in liquid tight flex or rough service cord. Connection of derrick lights will be with RL 80 cord connectors or equal. Carrier and mast shall be equipped with appropriate explosion proof 110 Volt florescent lighting for 24 hour operation. 
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
