Amendment No. 002 to Solicitation No. DE-PS36-03GO93007, 



“Hydrogen Production and Delivery Research”

The Solicitation is amended as follows:

II. General Information, A. Eligibility Requirements.  The following paragraph is added:

“Applications from Prime Applicants located in foreign countries must meet three additional criteria to be eligible for award under this Solicitation:

1. The proposed work must be unique and not duplicative of work proposed or pursued in the U.S.

2. The foreign Applicant must commit to make any material and/or technology developed available to U.S. industry on reasonable terms.

3. Matching funding for the project must be provided by the Applicant’s government.  As an example for a hypothetical $250,000 project cost (assuming 20% applicant cost share requirement), the DOE share would be $100,000, the Foreign government share would be $100,000 equivalent U.S. dollars, and the Applicant share would be $50,000 equivalent U.S. dollars.

Prime Applicants unable to meet the above requirements are encouraged to team with an eligible U.S. applicant.”

Appendix C, Topic 5, Sub-Topic 5A Renewable energy/electrolysis system engineering.  The second paragraph is deleted and replaced with the following:

The deliverable from this project is a low-cost electrolysis system that can produce 100-300 kg of hydrogen per day using renewable electricity.  The system will have the potential for a hydrogen production cost of  $2.00 per kg at the plant gate based on a utility sized renewable electricity application producing 10,000 kg of hydrogen per day.
Appendix C, Topic 5, Sub-Topic 5B High temperature steam electrolysis.  The second paragraph is deleted and replaced with the following:

Deliverables from this project are low-cost, reversible electrolysis/fuel cell materials and pilot scale system designs that could be scaled to produce 1000 kg/day hydrogen at a production cost of $2.00 per kg at the plant gate.
Appendix C, Topic 10 University Projects.  The second paragraph is deleted and replaced with the following:

The total funding for Topic 10 will be up to $7.5 million (including cost share) with up to four awards.  The projects will be three to four years in duration.
The third paragraph, first sentence, is deleted and replaced with the following:

For Topics 1 through 9, Universities are encouraged to participate in collaborative teams with industry and National Laboratories in response to this Solicitation, with cost sharing by industry and the university Applicant.

The fourth paragraph, second sentence, is deleted and replaced with the following:

For this reason, in this Topic DOE is seeking Applications from universities for up to $300,000 per year per university for 3-4 years, focused on basic and/or feasibility research that will be published in the literature and enable achievement of the goals described in this Solicitation and in any of the research areas of interest to this Solicitation (see Solicitation Section II.A, “Eligibility Requirements,” Item 3).  Industry and National Laboratories are not eligible to participate under this Topic.
