Question:

What if our cost proposal to provide all specified medical tests to 10,000 participants and fund the associated program support activities is higher than the $7 million annual ceiling indicated in the RFA? 

Answer:

It is possible that applicants’ cost proposals may exceed the $7 million annual ceiling after all program factors are costed out.  DOE has requested that, for purposes of cross-comparison of budgetary projections across submissions, applicants develop a cost proposal that assumes that  exactly the same sevices are provided to the same number of program participants.  DOE will work with awardee(s) at a later date to negotiate budgets based on more realistic estimates.
