SUMMARY tc "1.1      SUMMARY  " \l 2
The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE), National Energy Technology Laboratory (NETL), on behalf of the Office of Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy’s (EERE) Office of FreedomCAR and Vehicle Technologies (OFCVT), is seeking applications for cost-shared R&D to improve the overall efficiency of automobiles and trucks.  The technical approach sought through this Funding Opportunity Announcement (called announcement) utilizes waste engine heat through high efficiency direct energy conversion devices.
This funding opportunity announcement is responsive to the Advanced Combustion Engine subprogram within OFCVT. Research funded under this action will enable realization of the following programmatic goal:

“Improve the efficiency of internal combustion engines from 30% (2004 baseline) to 45% by 2012 for light-duty applications and from 40% (2002 baseline) to 55% by 2012 for heavy duty applications while meeting cost, durability, and emissions constraints, ……”

The focus of this announcement is to fund projects that will improve overall vehicle efficiency while maintaining low emissions through the development and application of waste heat energy recovery technologies.  Potential sources for waste heat recovery include, but are not limited to radiators, lube oil coolers, exhaust gas (probably after the after-treatment), exhaust gas recirculation (EGR) loops, turbocharger compressor discharge, and heat generated during braking to directly generate electrical work or to provide cooling capacity for climate control purposes.
High efficiency thermoelectrics, thermionics and other technologies are sought for thermal energy recovery and direct conversion to electricity for automotive, light duty truck (sport utility vehicles, mini-vans or pick-up trucks) or heavy-duty truck applications.  Approaches that directly utilize waste heat recovery for cooling are also encouraged.
It is the intent of the DOE to award cost-shared projects that address the above goals.  Successful Applicants will develop their technology to full scale for characterization and evaluation on multi-cylinder engines or equivalent experimental setups by the end of the period of performance.  Fundamental research will be considered for funding under this announcement when it is focused on a major impediment to a project’s progress. Up to one half of the total estimated project cost may be utilized for fundamental research, if necessary for project success.  
Teaming arrangements are strongly encouraged, especially among automobile manufacturers, engine manufacturers, large-volume thin-film coating companies, heating, ventilating, and air-conditioning (HVAC) companies, component suppliers, and energy companies to take advantage of the best complementary technologies available from the different companies/organizations.  Participation of universities, small businesses, and DOE Laboratories is also encouraged.  Teaming arrangements of this sort help to facilitate timely technology transfer to the private sector and enhance U.S. industrial competitiveness.

1.2 BACKGROUND INFORMATION

America’s energy security is dependent largely on the efficiency and fuel choices made for the transportation sector.  The transportation sector, in turn, has a significant influence on the nation’s economic and environmental well-being.  Our highway vehicles use more petroleum products than our country produces domestically.  As transportation energy use continues to grow, the situation will only worsen.  Domestic oil production has been steadily declining for over two decades and oil imports are expected to reach 70% of our consumption by 2025.  Oil imports have been a growing problem, because petroleum resources are distant from most of the world’s consumers, unevenly distributed globally, and concentrated in regions with political or environmental sensitivities.   Not only is the U.S. demand for oil growing, but the global demand in both industrialized and developing countries is increasing rapidly, especially in countries such as China and India where the growth rate in motor vehicles is far outpacing that of the U.S.

The President’s FreedomCAR and Hydrogen Fuel Initiative is designed to reverse America’s growing dependence on foreign oil by developing the technology for hydrogen-powered fuel cell vehicles by the middle of the next decade.  Before fuel cell vehicles become a commercial reality and a hydrogen infrastructure is in place, vehicle efficiency improvements are needed for the transition from current internal combustion engines to fuel cell vehicles.  The OFCVT, in conjunction with its industry partner, the U.S. Council for Automotive Research (USCAR), is leading the effort through the FreedomCAR Partnership to develop technologies that improve vehicle efficiency in the interim and simultaneously facilitate the ultimate transition to hydrogen-powered fuel cell vehicles.  

The Secretary of Energy has designated the OFCVT to lead the Department’s vehicle partnerships with U.S. automotive industry.  OFCVT encompasses two major government-industry partnerships:  The FreedomCAR and Fuel Partnership, and the 21st Century Truck Partnership. 

The FreedomCAR (in which CAR stands for “Cooperative Automotive Research”) Partnership departs from the family sedan “vehicle” focus of earlier programs to address the development of advanced technologies suitable for all light-duty passenger vehicles (i.e., cars, SUVs, pickups, minivans, etc.).  The long-term goal of the FreedomCAR Partnership is to enable the full spectrum of light-duty passenger vehicle classes to operate free of petroleum and thus free of harmful emissions while sustaining the driving public’s freedom of mobility and freedom of vehicle choice. 

The 21st Century Truck Partnership is a partnership between the U.S. truck and bus industry and its supporting industries and the federal government. This partnership is for R&D on commercially viable technologies that will dramatically cut the fuel use and emissions of commercial trucks and buses while enhancing their safety and affordability and maintaining or enhancing performance.

The mission of the OFCVT Program is to develop more energy-efficient and environmentally friendly highway transportation technologies that enable America to use less petroleum. To accomplish this mission, the OFCVT Program promotes the development of fuel-efficient motor vehicles and trucks, researches options for using cleaner fuels, and implements efforts to improve energy efficiency. In collaboration with industry, national laboratories, universities, state governments, and other federal agencies, the OFCVT Program supports R&D on advanced vehicle technologies and fuels that could dramatically reduce and eventually eliminate the demand for petroleum, decrease emissions of criteria air pollutants and greenhouse gases, and enable the U.S. transportation industry to sustain a strong, competitive position in domestic and world markets. 

Research, development and validation activities are focused on technologies to reduce fuel use by highway vehicles such as cars, light trucks, and heavy vehicles (composed of medium and heavy trucks and buses). Off-highway vehicles (such as vehicles used in construction, mining, and agriculture), and locomotives, may benefit from this research because they use engines that are similar to those in heavy-duty trucks. 

The OFCVT Program’s approach to implementing R&D activities emphasizes jointly funded partnerships with academia and industry to develop and validate technologies. This approach ensures that (1) the nation’s best resources are applied to R&D activities, (2) maximum technology transfer will take place, and (3) government resources will be leveraged with those of industry. 

This announcement addresses internal combustion engines for automotive and both light- and heavy-duty truck application.  Waste-heat recovery and high efficiency HVAC systems represent areas of opportunity to improve engine efficiency while meeting emissions regulations through the utilization of what is normally considered parasitic losses.  The intent is to enable early commercialization of technologies that will help realize these opportunities.

1.3      OBJECTIVES  tc "1.3      OBJECTIVES  " \l 2
The objective of this announcement is to provide financial support to improve the efficiency of internal combustion engines for light- and heavy-duty engines through technological advances in waste heat recovery and heating/cooling systems.  Although some effort may be required in materials development, bench-scale research, and component level testing, successful Applicants must take their technology to full scale for characterization and evaluation on multi-cylinder engines or equivalent experimental setups by the end of the project period.  This validation shall be arranged by the awardees and conducted at their site or that of a partner/contractor they select.

Awardees shall utilize up-to-date engine simulations to define the technical path to efficiency and emissions goals and to quantify benefits of the proposed work.  The specific technical path and priority task elements shall be largely defined by the recipient.  Reasonable detail of technical path should be included in the application.

Verification that efficiency goals have been met (without adversely affecting emissions) will be made using full-scale multi-cylinder engines or in a multi-cylinder engine environment.  Cost effectiveness of technologies shall be considered throughout the course of the program.  The expectation is that technologies pursued in this DOE-sponsored program will be of moderately higher economic risk as well as greater technical risk than normally acceptable to private sector investment.

AREAS OF INTEREST

Approximately 60% of the fuel’s thermal energy is lost in the exhaust and cooling processes.  Of the 60% waste heat, the engine exhaust accounts for almost 33% of the available energy and about 27% is lost through cooling.  The technical path should seek to recover and utilize as much of these losses as feasible, with the important result being a measurable increase in the overall engine system efficiency.  
Applications are being accepted in the following Areas of Interest.  Applications that propose clear synergies between the areas are encouraged.  

AREA OF INTEREST 1 – DE-PS26-04NT42113-01:  Direct Energy Conversion from Waste Heat Recovery -
Applications submitted under this Area of Interest shall focus on components, technologies, and methods to recover the energy normally lost as exhaust waste heat from internal combustion engine, exhaust gas recirculation loops, or through heat exchangers such as the radiator, lube oil sump, etc. Acceptable approaches must be able to improve the overall engine efficiency without increasing emissions or greatly reducing power density. Technologies proposed in this area must be compatible with anticipated required emission control after-treatment devices.  

Acceptable approaches include, but are not limited to:

· Direct energy conversion methods, such as thermoelectrics, thermionics, quantum well, or other innovative concepts with potential to demonstrate conversion efficiencies greater than 12%. 

A specific target for this area is to demonstrate a minimum 10% improvement over the base engine (e.g., from 40% brake efficiency to 44%), with no emissions increase.

AREA OF INTEREST 2 – DE-PS26-04NT42113-02:  Heating/Cooling Devices Based on Waste Heat Recovery – Applications submitted under this area shall focus on components, technologies, and methods to efficiently utilize electricity through Peltier or similar devices for advanced heating/cooling in vehicular applications. Using waste heat as an energy source to directly generate cooling for the vehicle is also an acceptable approach.
Acceptable approaches include, but are not limited to:

· Use of Peltier heating/cooling systems with a COP >2.5 to achieve significant energy savings compared to current systems.

· Thermoacoustic cooling, ejector cooling and adsorption and absorption cooling that provide for major advances in vehicle cooling applications. (AMENDMENT 001) .
This area provides specific opportunity for technologies that are suited to convert thermal energy (heat transfer) losses to useful power or cooling capacity. 

A specific target for this area is to demonstrate feasibility of improving engine efficiency by 5% (e.g., from 40% brake efficiency to 42%).  This is an ambitious target that would require the technology to recover approximately 10% of the losses.

1.4 RESEARCH SCOPE AND DEVELOPMENT PHASEStc "1.4      RESEARCH SCOPE AND DEVELOPMENT PHASES  " \l 2
Projects selected under this announcement shall consist of phases which correspond to the technology maturation stages identified below.  Applications submitted under this announcement MUST proceed through phase 4.   Depending on the current level of development, earlier phases may be excluded.  However, successful applicants must document in their application that sufficient work has been performed in the earlier phases, and that the technology presents sufficient technical merit and cost-effectiveness to begin in a later phase.   

The following sections describe the technology maturation phases:

1) Applied Research:  This maturation phase includes computer analysis, modeling, or simulation to assess the technical and economic viability of the approach and define the requirements (time response, sensitivity, precision) of control methods and enabling hardware with greater precision.  Successful applicants will have presented a reasonable level of analysis in the application.  In this task, more rigorous and thorough modeling and analysis shall be conducted to affirm the technical approach and define the performance requirements of hardware and methods for direct conversion of “waste heat” into electricity and/or use of that electricity for on-board heating or cooling. The R&D path required for success will be developed in greater detail during this phase.  The DOE anticipates this effort to take no longer than four months to accomplish.  A GO/NO GO decision point will be required prior to continuation into Maturation Phase 2.
2) Exploratory Development.  This maturation phase includes R&D in support of enabling technology at the component and subcomponent levels, e.g. in the areas of materials, electronics and manufacturing processes.  R&D at the subcomponent scale should account for no more than one half of the total project resources.  This may include, for example, development (or identification) of materials with specific thermoelectric or heat transfer properties, manufacturing and assembly methods, and power electronics.  Both technical and cost viability should be established during this phase. A GO/NO GO decision point will be required prior to continuation into Phase 3.
3) Advanced Development:  This maturation phase will include detailed design and construction of prototype hardware.  Bench-scale development and evaluations will be conducted as necessary. A GO/NO GO decision point will be required prior to continuation into Phase 4.

4) Engineering Development: Integration of the technologies into production-viable engines or equivalent test rig setups is ultimately required in this phase.  Final determination of improvements in efficiency will be documented relative to a state-of-the-art baseline. 

Additional decision points may be inserted, as appropriate, to provide for technical and budgetary decision points within phases.

DOE anticipates awarding cost-sharing cooperative agreements under this announcement.  A special award condition describing the Government's substantial involvement in the cooperative agreement is located in Section VI.

Approximately $12,000,000 to $17,000,000 of federal funding is expected to be available for new awards under this announcement.

2.3      EXPECTED NUMBER OF AWARDS (OCT 2003) tc "2.3      EXPECTED NUMBER OF AWARDS (OCT 2003) " \l 2
DOE anticipates making approximately 3 to 6 awards under this announcement.  However, the Government reserves the right to fund, in whole or in part, any, all, or none of the applications submitted in response to this announcement and will award that number of financial assistance instruments which serves the public purpose and is in the best interest of the Government.

2.4      ANTICIPATED AWARD SIZE (OCT 2003) tc "2.4      ANTICIPATED AWARD SIZE (OCT 2003) " \l 2
DOE anticipates that awards will be in the $2.0 million to $6.0 million range for the total project period.  

2.5      PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE (OCT 2003) tc "2.5      PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE (OCT 2003) " \l 2
DOE anticipates making awards with project periods ranging from 3 to 5 years.  Awards will have project and budget periods that are specific to the technical decision points, project and funding.

3.1      ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS (OCT 2003) tc "3.1      ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS (OCT 2003) " \l 2
All types of applicants are eligible to apply, except other Federal agencies, Federally Funded Research and Development Centers (FFRDCs), and nonprofit organizations described in section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 that engage in lobbying activities.

3.2      NOTICE REGARDING ELIGIBILITY OF ORGANIZATIONS DESCRIBED IN SECTION 501(C)(4) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE (OCT 2003) tc "3.2      NOTICE REGARDING ELIGIBILITY OF ORGANIZATIONS DESCRIBED IN SECTION 501(C)(4) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE (OCT 2003) " \l 2
Applicant organizations that are described in section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 and that have engaged in any lobbying activities after December 31, 1995 are not eligible for an award.  As set forth in section 3 of the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995, as amended, (2 U.S.C. 1602), lobbying activities are defined broadly to include, among other things, contacts on behalf of an organization with specified employees of the Executive Branch and Congress with regard to Federal legislative, regulatory, and program administrative matters.

3.3      COST SHARING OR MATCHING - EPACT (OCT 2003) tc "3.3      COST SHARING OR MATCHING - EPACT (OCT 2003) " \l 2
The cost share must be at least 25% of the total allowable costs of the project (i.e., the sum of the recipient's allowable costs and the Federal share equals the total allowable cost of the project) and must come from non-Federal sources. AUTHORIZATION FOR NON-DOE FFRDCS

The Federal agency sponsoring the FFRDC must authorize in writing the use of the FFRDC contractor on the proposed project and this authorization must be submitted with the application.  The use of a FFRDC contractor must be consistent with the contractor's authority under its award and must not place the FFRDC in direct competition with the private sector.

AUTHORIZATION FOR DOE FFRDCS

The cognizant contracting officer must authorize in writing the use of a DOE FFRDC contractor on the proposed project and this authorization must be submitted with the application.  The following wording is acceptable for this authorization.


“Authorization is granted for the [  ] Laboratory to participate in the proposed project.  


The work proposed for the laboratory is consistent with or complimentary to the 


missions of the laboratory, will not adversely impact execution of the DOE assigned 


programs at the laboratory, and will not place the laboratory in direct competition 


with the domestic private sector.”  

VALUE/FUNDING

The value of and funding for the FFRDC portion of the work will not normally be included in the award to a successful applicant.  Usually, DOE will fund a DOE FFRDC contractor through the DOE field work proposal system and other FFRDC entities through an interagency agreement with the sponsoring agency.

COST SHARE

The applicant's cost share requirement will be based on the total cost of the project, including the applicant's and the FFRDC contractor's portions of the effort.

FFRDC CONTRACTOR EFFORT

The FFRDC effort, in aggregate, shall not exceed 15 % of the total estimated cost of the project, including the applicant's and the FFRDC contractor's portions of the effort.

RESPONSIBILITY 

The applicant, if successful, will be the responsible authority regarding the settlement and satisfaction of all contractual and administrative issues, including but not limited to disputes and claims, arising out of any agreement between the applicant and the FFRDC contractor.

3.6      PERFORMANCE OF WORK IN THE UNITED STATES (FEB 2001) tc "3.6      PERFORMANCE OF WORK IN THE UNITED STATES (FEB 2001) " \l 2
As a condition of award under this announcement, applicants must agree that at least 75% of the direct labor cost for the project (including subcontractor labor) will be incurred in the United States unless the applicant can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the DOE that the United States economic interest will be better served through a greater percentage of work performed outside the United States.  For example, an Applicant may provide evidence that expertise to develop a technology exists only outside the United States, but that ultimate commercialization of the technology will result in substantial benefits to the United States such as improved electricity reliability, increased employment, increased exports of U.S.-manufactured products, etc.

Applicants may request a waiver of all or any part of the rights of the United States in inventions conceived or first actually reduced to practice in performance of an agreement as a result of this announcement, in advance of or within 30 days after the effective date of the award.  Even if such advance waiver is not requested or the request is denied, the recipient will have a continuing right under the award to request a waiver of the rights of the United States in identified inventions, i.e., individual inventions conceived or first actually reduced to practice in performance of the award.  Any patent waiver that may be granted is subject to certain terms and conditions in 10 CFR 784.

Domestic small businesses and domestic nonprofit organizations will receive the patent rights clause at 37 CFR 401.14, i.e., the implementation of the Bayh-Dole Act.   This clause permits domestic small business and domestic nonprofit organizations to retain title to subject inventions.  Therefore, small businesses and nonprofit organizations do not need to request a waiver.
